This afternoon, from 3 to 5:30 p.m., regional workshops have gathered participants
according to geographical zones. Collaboration may be envisaged in each major
region of the world. Network members are located worldwide and their local and
regional cooperation will strengthen to facilitate the success of joint actions. The
intention is to design mechanisms that can increase the success of the outreach of the
WORLD OCEAN NETWORK actions/tools in these regions. It will therefore be necessary
to formulate proposals on various issues like network operation, in particular with
regard to decision-making principles, or information circulation (procedure, human
resources to be deployed, tools to be implemented).
